INNER SANCTUM MYSTERIES 
In the fall of 1940 independent radio show packager and producer Himan Brown was pitching 
several new show ideas to a prospective client. One of these was a creepy mystery series that he 
called The Creaking Door. 
   Influenced by the New Yorker cartoons of Charles Addams and the Broadway success of Joseph 
Kesselring’s comedy of murders, Arsenic and Old Lace, Johnson and Brown began asserting an 
ever-increasing barrage of ghoulish humor through the persona of Raymond. 
   Brown: “The host of the series posed many problems. I hired Raymond Edward Johnson. After 
three or four weeks he became very arrogant and said, ‘Everybody is getting credit on the show 
but me. I want my name.’ 
   “I said, ‘How can you have a name? You’re a disembodied spirit. You’re a voice. You’re a wraith. 
You’re saying, ominously, ‘Come in. Make yourself comfortable.’ The minute you say, ‘I am 
Raymond Edward Johnson, please come in,’ I’ve lost the entire identity of the show. 
  “He fought and fought with me, and then he said, ‘Let me use my first name. ‘I’m Raymond, your 
host.’” 
   Mystery or horror? Supernatural or not? Richard Hubler described the Sanctum dilemma as 
“trying to strike a popular compromise between psychological terror and logical denouements.” 
   [Variety, February 26, 1941] “ ‘Inner Sanctum Mystery’ hasn’t improved since its faltering start a 



few weeks ago. Heard Tuesday (18) night, the series offered ‘The Case of the Strangled Snake,’ a 
pitifully spurious whodunit by Frank Gould. Scripting was pretentious and clumsy, production 
and direction were inept and the acting, except for Myron McCormick’s vibrantly direct 
performance as the detective, were hoke-bound.” 
   “I cast voices, not actors,” asserted Himan Brown. “They have got to be sinister. The more 
terrifying and fierce, the better. When I, who have produced all sorts of mystery and detective 
stories during 12 years in radio, feel goose pimples breaking out on my spine, the guy’s good. And 
if he’s that good, he’s hired!” 
   Joseph Julian (This Was Radio): “He had an outsize charm that seduced performers to work for 
him for less than they would for anyone else. But he also gave them a continuity of work on his 
other shows, made less demands on their time, and created a more pleasant working atmosphere. 
It was fun working for him.” 
   Brown: “I developed a whole style of people, an ambience, atmosphere. It was one of the great 
entertainments.” 
   [Zanesville Times Signal, July 12, 1942] “They’re calling Ted Slade by a new name, ever since a 
comma sneaked into the wrong place in a recent ‘Inner Sanctum Mysteries’ script. That misplaced 
punctuation caused a sound cue to read ‘Frantic, pounding on door.’ Since soundman Slade did 
the pounding, now they call him ‘Frantic’.” 
    [Zanesville Times Signal, July 26, 1942] “For the first time in the run of the ‘Inner Sanctum 
Mysteries’ series, the creaking door didn’t creak last Sunday night. The show ran a few seconds 
long, and sound man Ted Slade, getting a hurry-up cue, saved the time usually allotted to the 
long, final creak by slamming the door shut. The chief casualty was ‘host’ Raymond Edward 
Johnson, whose ‘Good night’ ended in a laugh more amused than eerie.” 
   For Karloff it was a splendid opportunity, even if it did mean that he was working seven nights a 
week. The unexpected success of Arsenic had made him a Broadway star but had also temporarily 
brought his Hollywood career to a standstill. His guest appearances on Inner Sanctum served to 
keep the Karloff name and sinister celebrity in the ears of the national audience and preserve his 
fanbase. 
   Himan Brown himself was an unabashed Karloff fan. He was “the most wonderful man who 
ever lived,” he told Karloff biographer Gordon Shriver. “He was the easiest actor to work with and 
he could play anything… I trusted him with everything. He was distinctive in voice, accent, and 
style. 
   “Whenever he was on the show, we would go out for dinner afterwards. In those days we had no 
tape and the repeat performance for the Coast, which came three hours later, had to be live. I 
always looked forward to those dinners before we returned for the repeat performance.”
